Those present were Commissioners Scott Fieber, Judith Homan, Jay Grabow, Steve Rhody and Harry Mewherter.  Also present was Auditor Pam Lynde and Auditor elect Courtney Parker. The meeting opened with prayer and the pledge of allegiance. 1) Rhody moved, seconded by Fieber to approve the minutes from January meetings.  All voted yes and the motion carried. 2) Mewherter moved, seconded by Grabow to approve the agenda with the addition of furnace at fairgrounds and Homeland Security Grant.  All voted yes and the motion carried.

The swearing in of the newly elected county official was held.  County Auditor Pam Lynde swore in Courtney Parker, Auditor.

9:05 Jamie Broksieck Highway Superintendent

Broksieck discussed several highway related issues with the Commissioners. Broksieck quoted two different radio systems. The P25 digital system at $74,974 and Analog System at $36,260.00. The Highway Department is in need of 18 radios. 3) Fieber moved, seconded by Homan to approve the Analog System Radios at $36,260.00. All voted yes and the motion carried. Broksieck presented three quotes for equipment trailers to the board. Shuchard’s quoted a Delta trailer 40 foot by 8 ½ foot wide for $32,825.00 as well as a Midsota 40 foot by 8 ½ foot $31,450.00. Renville Minnesota quoted a Diamond C trailer 40 foot by 8 ½ foot for $35,850.00. Broksieck explained he could have the trailer within 6 weeks. 4) Grabow moved, seconded by Mewherter to approve the Midsota trailer from Shuchard’s in the amount of $31,450.00. All voted yes and the motion carried. Broksieck presented a letter of contract with Banner Associates, Inc. for the overlay project from Bemis on Highway 312 to Highway 22. 5) Grabow moved, seconded by Fieber to approve the letter contract as presented.  All voted yes and the motion carried. Broksieck suggested to re-evaluate the oversize-overweight permits on roads since the last time they were set was in 2008. The board agreed to start the process on re-evaluating the overweight-oversize permit fees for county roads to be more current. Broksieck will now follow through with the appropriate steps to get a start on it. Broksieck said the load limits should be 7-ton per axle and eliminate the 40-ton gross as previously stated in Jan. 17 minutes. Broksieck will advertise on February 15th for bids to repair damage to roads due to wind towers construction. 6) Grabow moved, seconded by Fieber to approve the advertising of bid letting for the damaged roads.  All voted yes and the motion carried. Broksieck presented the Bridge Reinspection Resolution and he recommended Banner Associates, Inc to do the inspection. The cost to the county is 20% of project. 7) Fieber moved, seconded by Rhody to approve the agenda as presented.  All voted yes and the motion carried.

BRIDGE REINSPECTION PROGRAM RESOLUTION FOR USE WITH SDDOT RETAINER CONTRACTS

WHEREAS, 23 CFR 650 Subpart C, requires initial inspection of all bridges and re-inspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria. These culverts are re-inspected at intervals not to exceed four years. 

THEREFORE, Deuel County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program.

The County requests SDDOT to hire Banner Associates, Inc. for the inspection work. SDDOT will secure federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost. The County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.

Project 20-1554-0406 in Lowe township is on 170th street is in fair condition and the total cost will be $21,500.00. Scandinavia township has project 20-1465-2496 on 191st street that is in critical condition and the total cost will be $40,832.00. Project 20-2027-2698 and 20-20272699 in Scandinavia township has a critical condition on 193rd street and the total cost will be $49,706.00. Antelope Valley township has critical condition project 20-2005-0606 on 172nd street with the total cost of $35,965.00. 8) Grabow moved, seconded by Fieber to approve the RAIF grants to the townships as presented.  All voted yes and the motion carried.

Kanengieter called the Zoning Board meeting to order. 9) Brandt moved and Dahl seconded to convene the Public Hearing with Zoning Board and Commission Board on Flood Plain Ordinance #B2022-01-03. All voted yes and motion carried. 10) Brandt made a motion seconded by Grabow to recommend to the Commissioners: with the correction of scriveners’ errors, the adoption of Ordinance #B2022-01-03.  All voted yes, motion carried. 11) Dahl made a motion seconded by Kannegieter to adjourn the public hearing with the Zoning Board. All voted yes and the motion carried. The Commissioners then held the first reading of Ordinance #B2022-01-03. Second reading will be held at the regular commission meeting on February 21st at 10:00 am.

Theisen gave the annual report for the Zoning Office in 2022. 16 new homes (3 moved in, the rest new), 1 mobile home, 28 additions, 61 out buildings, 16 removals, 11 grain bins/hoppers, 46 special exceptions/variations, 5 shelterbelts and 3 amended ordinances. Total issued building permits were 155 up eight from 2021. There were 26 plats filed last year. Theisen asked for travel request to go to a Floodplain Management Training in Watertown on March 14th. 12) Mewherter moved, seconded by Rhody to approve travel request for Theisen to Watertown. All voted yes and the motion carried.
10:35 Todd Kays Executive Director of 1st District Association of Local Government

Kays gave the annual report on 1st District Association of Local Government. They have 12 employees that work within 11 different counties and 76 communities to give back to our region. 1st District helps with different services that may not be provided at the county level as well as helping county officials with questions they may have in different areas. In Deuel County they help with 911 GIS database management, county address range GIS data maintenance, assist in development of SDDOT bridge and Highway Plan, zoning ordinance updates, voter ward redistricting, and grant writing. Kays states they obtained two district wide grants for economic development that have brought in $22,954.00 for Deuel County.
